Our route took us in a triangle-shaped, 11.5 mile loop 
through wooded residential and agricultural parts of town. 

Upon getting back to the park, we were joined by several other church members for a lovely pulled-
pork luncheon accompanied by potato salads, fruit, cookies, and brownies. 

The idea of this church outing was hatched in a conversation between Pastor Daniel and the Bloemkers, 
all of whom have a love for bicycling.
